You will also visit the Giza Pyramids and the Great

Sphinx, which date back to the Old Kingdom of ancient Egyptian civilization with

Hurghada travel packages.&nbsp;At the same time, Aswan tourist attractions

will include the modern engineering miracle High Dam and the beautiful ISIS

temple on Agilkia Island instead of Philae Island, in addition to granite quarries

from where they extracted the Obelisks. Finally, with Egypt travel packages, you

will discover Luxor attractions including Tutankhamun's tomb in the Valley of the

Kings, Hatshepsut temple in Deir El Bahari, and Memnon Colossi. Also, you can

visit Habu temple, Valley of Nobles, and Ramesseum against the charge.

ITINERARY

Day 1 Hurghada - Cairo

Your guide will meet you at the reception of your hotel in Hurghada around 2:00

am to start your Hurghada vacation holiday to Cairo. You will have a short stop

around 06.00 am to use the toilet (10 L.E. per person), to eat your breakfast, or

to have your morning coffee. Upon arrival to Cairo, you will start your Egypt tour

with the top Cairo attraction, the Giza Pyramids, and spend your time visiting

the Cheops Pyramid, the Khafre Pyramid (Pyramid of Chephren), and the

Menkaure Pyramid. Also, you can see the Step Pyramid of Djoser and the

Dahshour Pyramids of Sneferu. With Hurghada holiday packages, you will

explore the Great Sphinx, its human head and lion body and if you have any

questions, your guide will answer them.

Lunch: Enjoy your lunch at a local restaurant near the Pyramids area before you

proceed to the next stop.

After lunch, you will explore the Grand Egyptian Museum, which is home to the

old Egyptian artifacts from the Predynastic Period to the Greco-Roman Period.

Here, you will start with the only hanging Obelisk in the world in the garden of

the GEM (Grand Egyptian Museum). Overall, for the first time in history, since

Tutankhamun's tomb was found in 1922 by Howard Carter, you can watch the

5700 artifacts together in one place. However, you can see coffins inscribed with

the Coffin texts after the Pyramid texts. Finally, you have to leave the museum.

Even though you can spend days here, it is time to go back to your hotel to

check in and rest till the next day.

Meals: Breakfast, lunch

Day 2 Cairo - Aswan by plane

Enjoy your hearty breakfast at the hotel then you will be transferred to Cairo

airport to fly to Aswan. Upon arrival, your guide will be waiting for you in front of

the arrival hall with your name on a sign to start your Aswan day tours with the

High Dam which is the second dam built after the Aswan Dam or the Khazan in

1971. Nearby, the High Dam is the Egyptian-Soviet Friendship Monument that

honors Russian-Egyptian friendship. While you are at The High Dam, you see the

Kalabsha temple, one of those temples relocated after building the High Dam.

Philae temple is one of the most beautiful Pharaonic temples in Egypt. After

enjoying a short ride with a motorboat to reach the temple. You will be surprised

how nice is the temple especially when you know it was moved and relocated in

here from another place. The temple of Philae is dedicated to the goddess ISIS,

Osiris, Hathor, and Horus. After that you can explore the Unfinished Obelisk. At

the end of your Aswan attractions, your guide will join you to take the VIP seated

train to Luxor. Upon arrival, Golavita Travel Egypt representative will join you to

check-in at your Luxor hotel for overnight.

Day 3 Luxor Hurghada

After enjoying your breakfast at the hotel, your guide will join you on the west

bank of Luxor to start your Luxor attractions tour. Luxor has a lot of popular

tourist attractions on both banks of the Nile River. The Valley of the Kings is one

of the most visited 3 attractions in Egypt, together with Abu Simbel and the

Pyramids. The Valley of the Kings is known for what’s called the Curse of the

Pharaohs and the grave robbers. 

With your ticket, you can visit 3 of the opened tombs, including the tomb of King

Ramses V, the tomb of King Ramesses I, the tomb of King Ramesses X, the tomb

of King Ramesses XI, the tomb of Merenptah, and the tomb of King Ramesses III.

 After you finish your tour of the valley, you will proceed to the next stop,

Hatshepsut Temple, another unique pharaonic temple for a female Pharaoh

Hatshepsut. Then visit the Colossi of Memnon and enjoy a few minutes in front

of the second-biggest statues in Egypt after the massive ones of Abu Simbel.

Lunch: Enjoy a homemade lunch at a local restaurant near Memnon statues.

Your visit to Luxor is not complete with the biggest temple in the world, the

Karnak complex. Hence, temples inside the temple for most of the Egyptian

Pharaohs of the New Kingdom and Late Period of ancient Egyptian history.

Besides, the temple of Karnak shows how advanced sculpture in ancient Egypt's

architecture was. After you finish the Karnak Temples Complex, we will drive you

back to Hurghada. It takes around 4 hours driving with a coffee break in the

middle.
