Near the Coptic Museum and the Roman Babylon Fortress is the

Hanging Church, the first built in the Basilica style. The Church has 3

sanctuaries, the middle is dedicated to the Virgin Mary, left to saints George,

and right one to John Baptist. Then visit Abu Serga Church, it is one of the oldest

Coptic churches in Egypt with unique Coptic Old Cairo churches architecture.

Ben Ezra Synagogue is one of the oldest Jewish Synagogues in Cairo Egypt near

the Church of Saint Sergius and Bacchus and behind the Coptic Museum.

Lunch: Lunch at a local restaurant in Cairo
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After the lunch, you will visit the Citadel of Saladin the Ayyubid dynasty built the

Citadel in 1176 to protect Egypt from the Crusader's attacks. It has 4 gates, 13

towers, 4 mosques, 2 Museums including the National Police Museum, and the

National Military Museum. It also has Muhammed Ali Mosque which you will visit

on your tour and it is a very famous Cairo attraction near the City of Dead and Al

Azhar Park. The mosque is famous for its two minarets, Mausoleum, Ablution

fountain, Pulpits, and the huge central dom. At the end of your Egypt tour

package to Cairo, you will be driven back to your hotel in Sharm El Sheikh.
