Meanwhile, Tutankhamun's tomb is an extra

charge tomb. After that you can visit the Hatshepsut temple, then explore

Memnon Colossi. At the end of your tour on Luxor west bank, you will go back to

your Nile Cruise to start sailing to Edfu city via Esna Lock.
